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Report on the Exposure Visit of SIRD&PR Odisha 

Officers to Garopaban JFMC and Historical Sites of 

Sivasagar, Assam 

 

  ICFRE-Rain Forest Research Institute, Jorhat (Assam) organized an Exposure Visit, sponsored by

Sri Niran Gogoi, President, Garopaban JFMC 

welcomed the Team and explained various activities conducted by the JFMC with respect to livelihood through 

forestry interventions. They visited entire JFMC site and got first-hand information about bamboo cultivation, 

medicinal plant garden, Dillenia (Ou-tenga) plantation etc. Later the Officers visited historical monuments in 

Sivasagar, such as Borpukhuri, Jaidol, Rong-ghor etc.
